Crusaders  F.C. 200 club 

1. The name of the lottery is the “Crusaders FC 200 Club” regardless of the number of tickets sold. The purpose of the lottery is to raise money for Crusaders FC, which is suffering a shortfall in income versus expenditure. 

2. The Club will be run by a sub-Committee of Crusaders FC Management Committee. The Promoter will be the Chairman of the Crusaders FC 200 club sub-committee. 

3. The initial target will be 200 members but is not limited to 200. No one under 16 years old may participate. 

4. A Share will consist of 10 tickets at £1 and will be sold at £10 per month either by Standing Order monthly, 6 monthly or annually, cheque or in cash for 1 month , a number of months or annually. Standing Orders are to be set up so lodgements are made by 20th of the month. There is no limit to the number of shares a person may purchase. The Promoter reserves the right to reallocate any number where payment has not been received on time. Shares showing numbers will be issued. Not less than 10 tickets i.e. 1 share may be purchased. Any unidentified standing orders will not be entered in the draw and will be considered a donation. 

5. Participants can cancel their entry in the Lottery at any time by giving one month’s written notice to the Secretary (and if paying by Standing Order, they should also advise their bank).  Any decision by the Sub-Committee to wind up the Club will also be by one month’s written notice.  Money paid for shares will not be refundable should a member wish to discontinue membership. 

6. Remaining money, after deduction of prizes and expenses, shall be paid to Crusaders F.C. by cheque on request for the sole purposes of payment of HMRC or players wages. 

7. A monthly prize will be dependent on the number of members but it is proposed that this will be 50% of the amount invested each month. Expenses must not exceed 10% of total proceeds in any 12 month accounting period. If we have 200 members this will produce an income of £2000 per month and prize money of £1000, split into 6 - £500, £250, £100 and 3 payments of £50. If there are under 200 members prizes shall be awarded on a pro rata basis of the actual number of members at the time of the draw. Prizes will be paid by cheque. Any prize cheque not cashed within 6 months will be deemed a donation to the Club. 

8. The winning numbers will be drawn normally on the last Saturday of the month at half time on the pitch if it coincides with a match which is held at home or at an appropriate time if the match is away or postponed. If the match is away or postponed draws will take place in the Clubhouse by at least three members of the sub-Committee in front of at least three people. Times of draws may unusually change to coincide with local events. 

9. Only numbers for the shares sold and paid for by the 20th of the month will be entered in each monthly draw. This will also allow adequate time to check the amount received in any month. It is the responsibility of each Participant to make sure they have paid for their share(s). 

10. A bank account will be opened into which all receipts will be paid on a monthly basis and from where cheques for prize money will be issued. After payment of prize money and expenses the balance will be retained in the account until requested in writing by Crusaders FC (see rule 6). 

11. The winning numbers will be posted on the Crusaders FC website and on the club notice board in the foyer of Crusaders FC.  The names of winners will be maintained in a list on the website. By purchasing a share the purchaser agrees to be bound by these rules. 

12. A spreadsheet will be kept of members, shares sold, prizes paid out and funds paid to the Crusaders FC. The Accounts will be audited within three months of each draw. 

13. A Share will only be valid for the period that the share has been paid for. In the event of a dispute the sub-Committee’s decision is final. 

14. An AGM will be held each year in December where upon a 75% majority the rules may be changed or amended. Notices of motion must be received by the end of November. The sub-committee year will run from 1st January to 31st December. 

15. The 200 club will be run under the Betting, Lotteries and Amusements (NI) Order 1985.
