HEALTH & SAFETY POLICY STATEMENT 

The effective management Health and Safety issues is a top priority objective for 

Crusaders FC. All Officials of the Club will contribute to ensuring that any unacceptable or unnecessary risks to the health, safety or welfare of spectators, players, officials and employees are avoided.

The success of this policy is measured by a reduction in the number of accidents and “near misses” at Seaview Stadium. The aim is that accidents will be reduced to an absolute minimum.

Overall responsibility for implementation of this Policy rests with the Club Chairman who is designated as the “Qualified Person” in the Club’s application to Belfast City Council  for a Stadium Safety Certifcate. The day to day management of H&S at the Club is administered by the Safety Officer who sits on the Management Committee as Director of Match Day Management and reports at each monthly meeting.
The Policy will be implemented through the following measures :- 
· Ensuring that all staff, players and officials are aware of their duty to exercise personal responsibility by assisting in the prevention of accidents and maintaining the welfare of all attending the venue.
· Ensuring that all Safety Personnel and staff are fully trained to meet current requirements of the relevant legislation and requirements of Belfast City Council. 

· Ensuring that all Safety Personnel are fully briefed in safe working practices, crowd control and evacuation procedures.

· Maintaining and carrying out regular reviews of the Club’s Safety Management Document especially in the light of Legislative or organizational changes. 
· Maintaining adequate records of safety related information at the venue.
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
